A few weeks ago, in mieFebruary, | had the good fortune to visit Dallas and an amazing thing happened. Having been
asked to serve as Keynote Speaker for the Alpha Xi Omega Chapter of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. Founders' Day
Celebration, | got firsthand experience about what it takes for organizations like ours to be truly successful when
working together with others for the common good.

I, along with a few other members of the Kappa leadership team, arrived in Dallas on a Friday morning, and

immediately began a whirlwind series of activities which you could only fully appreciate if you were present. The AKA
leadership team took several Kappa Brothers and me to the "Great James Madison High School” to talk to an auditorium
filled with high -school male students. The group was primarily comprised of African American and Hispanic youth,

with a small sprinkling of other youth of different ethnic backgrounds. We talked with the youth for a short time,
responded to their questions, and then listened as they told us what they learned or remembered from our talk.
Surprisingly to some, but expected by others, the young men were able to repeat much of what they were told,

indicating to me that our youth are not the "lost generation” as sometimes characterized. Rather, they are a generation
which has as much potential to excel as have any other generation of youth under similar circumstances.

I would like for our membership to embrace this concept of collaboration, and use it to our mutual benefits, and for the
benefit of the youth we mentor, the citizens we serve, and the philanthropic causes we embrace and support. For it has
been the collaborative efforts that chapters around the country have undertaken with churches in their communities
which has enabled Kappa to raise nearly one million dollars for St. Jude Children's Research Hospital in just a three
year period. It has been the collaborative effort of chapters and provinces throughout Kappadom which enables us to
have a National Founders' Day weekend, which honors our membership and appropriately memorializes our Founders.
It's the spirit of collaboration that | have seen in metropolitan Atlanta when the MACK (Metropolitan Atlanta Coalition

of Kappa) Chapters come together for joint functions for the good of the whole; that compels the Kappa M.A.N.
(Metroplex Alumni Network) chapters in the 'DallasFort Worth Metroplex to come together to jointly fund and
